Using the aid of prompts such as photographs, familiar items from 
the past and music reminiscence is an informal, light hearted and fun way of unlocking memories and encouraging people to talk. 

 
To help those 
who need a little support or inspiration to deliver the sessions, there are themed packs. Each pack contains a list of suggested books 
related to the theme, a list of appropriate objects, background information, points of interest and photos.
