The Local Design Guide SPD is intended as a guide for the design of development sites, with an
aim to improve the quality of design proposals and improving the process of gaining planning
approval. The guide sets out the design process in step-by-step stages, intended to guide
developers and designers through the master planning of a site. A key aspect of the ‘Design
Process’ is engagement and design review which is designed to assist in ensuring applications
submitted have been shaped by all relevant stakeholders including the local planning authority.

Consultation and Amendments

The SPD was published for public consultation between 215t November and 19" December 2022.
Under Section 23 (1) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, the Council has
modified the SPD to take into account representations made in relation to the draft documents and
any other relevant matters. The adopted SPDs are now a material consideration in the
determination of relevant planning applications.
